At the end of title I, add the following: 

SEC. ll. COMPREHENSIVE STUDY. 1

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall conduct a 2

comprehensive study on the flood risks for vulnerable 3

coastal populations in areas within the boundaries of the 4

South Atlantic Division of the Corps of Engineers. 5

(b) INCLUSIONS.—In carrying out the study, the Sec-6

retary shall identify— 7

(1) activities that warrant additional analysis 8

by the Corps of Engineers; and 9

(2) institutional and other barriers to providing 10

protection to the vulnerable coastal populations. 11

(c) COORDINATION.—The Secretary shall conduct the 12

study in coordination with appropriate Federal agencies 13

and State, local, and tribal entities to ensure consistency 14

with related plans. 15

(d) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 16

authorized to be appropriated $6,000,000 to carry out this 17

section.
