Of the 40
structurally deficient NHS bridges in Idaho, 1 could not be geolocated because of insufficient data.  Structurally deficient bridges are not necessarily unsafe; 
all public road bridges receive regular safety inspections. The bridges listed were categorized as structurally deficient at the time the maps were developed.
