SEC. ll. ANNUAL REPORT ON THE PURCHASE OF FOR-10

EIGN MANUFACTURED ARTICLES. 11

Section 213(a) of the Water Resources Development 12

Act of 1992 (Public Law 102–580; 106 Stat. 4831) is 13

amended by adding at the end the following: 14

‘‘(4) ANNUAL REPORT ON THE PURCHASE OF 15

FOREIGN MANUFACTURED ARTICLES.—16

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 17

days after the last day of each fiscal year, the 18

Secretary shall submit to Congress a report on 19

the amount of acquisitions in such fiscal year 20

made by the Corps of Engineers for civil works 21

projects from entities that manufactured the ar-22

ticles, materials, or supplies outside of the 23

United States. 24
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‘‘(B) CONTENTS.—The report required 1

under subparagraph (A) shall indicate, for each 2

acquisition—3

‘‘(i) the dollar value of any articles, 4

materials, or supplies purchased that were 5

manufactured outside of the United States; 6

and 7

‘‘(ii) a summary of the total procure-8

ment funds spent on goods manufactured 9

in the United States and the total procure-10

ment funds spent on goods manufactured 11

outside of the United States. 12

‘‘(C) PUBLIC AVAILABILITY.—Not later 13

than 30 days after the submission of a report 14

under subparagraph (A), the Secretary shall 15

make such report publicly available on the 16

agency’s Web site.’’. 17

SEC. ll. INTEGRATED WATER RESOURCES PLANNING. 18

In carrying out a feasibility study for a water re-19

sources development project, the Secretary shall coordi-20

nate with communities in the watershed covered by such 21

study to determine if a local or regional water manage-22

ment plan exists or is under development for the purposes 23

of stormwater management, water quality improvement, 24

aquifer recharge, or water reuse. If such a local or regional 25
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water management plan exists for the watershed, the Sec-1

retary shall, in cooperation with the non-Federal sponsor 2

for such plan and affected local public entities, avoid ad-3

versely affecting the purposes of the local water manage-4

ment plan and, where feasible, incorporate the purposes 5

of the local plan into the Secretary’s feasibility study. 6

  (A) In general Not later than 90 days after the last day of each fiscal year, the Secretary shall submit to Congress a report on the amount of acquisitions in such fiscal year made by the Corps of Engineers for civil works projects from entities that manufactured the articles, materials, or supplies outside of the United States. 
  (B) Contents The report required under subparagraph (A) shall indicate, for each acquisition— 
  (i) the dollar value of any articles, materials, or supplies purchased that were manufactured outside of the United States; and  
  (ii) a summary of the total procurement funds spent on goods manufactured in the United States and the total procurement funds spent on goods manufactured outside of the United States. 
  (C) Public availability Not later than 30 days after the submission of a report under subparagraph (A), the Secretary shall make such report publicly available on the agency’s Web site. . 
  __. Integrated water resources planning In carrying out a feasibility study for a water resources development project, the Secretary shall coordinate with communities in the watershed covered by such study to determine if a local or regional water management plan exists or is under development for the purposes of stormwater management, water quality improvement, aquifer recharge, or water reuse. If such a local or regional water management plan exists for the watershed, the Secretary shall, in cooperation with the non-Federal sponsor for such plan and affected local public entities, avoid adversely affecting the purposes of the local water management plan and, where feasible, incorporate the purposes of the local plan into the Secretary’s feasibility study. 
  __. Evaluation of project partnership agreements To the maximum extent practicable, the Secretary shall prioritize and complete the activities required of the Secretary under section 1013 of the Water Resources Reform and Development Act of 2014 (Public Law 113–121; 128 Stat. 1218).
